To enable other children to have a chance to take part, if your child attended The Outdoors Clubs during the autumn or 
spring term, they are not able to apply for the summer term. If we do not fill all the spaces, we will then offer it out to 
existing children.  
 
Children will participate in a range of outdoor activities including nature studies, woodland skills, building dens, survival 
challenges and team games. The Outdoors Club will have an emphasis on creating an inclusive and positive environment 
where children can have fun and develop resilience and practical life skills. 
 
It is vital that children are dressed appropriately each week, and depending on weather conditions. Children will need to 
have warm clothes (trousers, jumpers, hats etc) or waterproof clothing and wellies as appropriate. Older clothes are best as 
children will be working in the wooded area and the field.  
 
Your child will need to agree to attend the club every week for a minimum of one half-term. If we are unable to run the 
club, you will be notified by our text service as soon as possible.  
 
As clubs prove very popular and to enable other children to have a chance to take part in them, clubs will be renewed 
termly. When renewing for the new term, if we do not fill all the spaces, we will then be able to offer spaces to children 
who took part the previous term.  
 
If you would like your child to attend The Outdoors Club, please complete the permission slip attached and return strictly by 
lunchtime on Thursday 7th April 2022.  We will confirm your child’s place by text during Tuesday 26th April 2022. Places will 
be selected by being pulled out of a hat.
